Booking is possible no more than 7 days in advance.

If permitted at all, booking for non-members should be possible no more
than 5 days in advance.

Identify players through booking system.

Maximum of three half-hour timeslot, booked in advance, per day.

No booking of adjacent timeslots to extend playing time.

Bring evidence of booking, paper or electronic, as proof for other players.
No booking available on club nights — when appropriately permitted in
guidelines.

Ensure 10-minute isolation period between bookable court playing times.
No playing allowed unless court is booked by players
