VISITORS FEES 
Visitors to the club should pay £5 a visit and may pay visitors fees up to 3 times before 

they must join the club. The visitors’ fees will then be deducted from the membership 

fees. 

 

FLOODLIGHTS 
Once the summer nights begin to fade and most matches have ended, members can 

book a court and use the floodlights in the evening. The cost is £4 an hour. Meters are 

in the clubhouse. 

 

CHANGING ROOMS 
The male and female changing rooms are located next to the Squash courts. They 

consist of a toilet and shower. The changing rooms are kept locked and the key to 

them is on a peg on the noticeboard in the pavilion. Please ensure toilets are locked 

after use and the key is returned to the peg. Children using the changing rooms must 

be accompanied by a responsible adult. The disabled toilet is clearly labelled and faces 

the cricket pitch.
