We support players - ranging in age from 5 to 18 - who are dedicated and committed to tennis, keen
to progress, but for a variety of reasons, are not always able to fully fund the expenses incurred in
participating in the game.

We provide financial assistance to such players, and also assist with disabled, visually impaired, and
wheelchair tennis, whilst also helping disadvantaged juniors in the wider community, who may not
have an opportunity to play tennis, or become a member of a Club. We have, for many years, been a
co-sponsor of the Warwickshire County Closed Tournament, providing funding for junior trophies and
prizes, particularly the Sportsmanship Awards for Fair Play to the most deserving male and female
junior player.

Our income arises from donations, annual subscriptions, and fund-raising events. We would welcome
potential new sponsors who would like to support our Foundation, and welcome new members,

who can join for just £10 a year. All money received is ploughed back, to help nurture local players,
and every penny goes to support them, as our work is entirely voluntary.

The Foundation is currently in the process of revising/updating all its documentation. The ‘Request

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Club of the Year Harbury Tennis Club

This tennis club is a three floodlit court
community-based village club run by an
enthusiastic and committed committee. The
courts are owned by the Parish Council (PC)
and in 2021 they secured a 25-year lease with
the PC for an annual rent of £1! The Club also
has a joint Maintenance fund with the Parish
Council that currently stands at £30,000
making it a financially sustainable club.

The courts are always free of charge to
children in Harbury and the surrounding
villages when not being used by the club.

As a result of initiatives membership in all
categories has risen to its highest level since
the club was formed in 1980.

There is a very popular coaching programme.
It runs all year and caters for all Junior age
ranges with sessions for Mini Reds, Orange/
Green and Teenagers. For adults there are
groups for Rusties and Beginners, Improved
and Advanced, a Ladies group, and a Cardio
session. All groups are open to non-members
and many are frequently full.

The Club run teams in summer and winter, and
it has been great that so many new members
have felt comfortable enough to start playing
(and enjoying!) league matches in the last
couple of years and this has meant the Club
have, for the first time, 3 winter floodlit teams.

This Club has developed an excellent link
with the village school over the years, hosting
Primary Schools Festival pre-Covid. In the
spring term the Head Coach delivered a
10-week “She Rallies” course for girls. This
was funded by a £300 Warwickshire County
Council grant topped up by the Club. The club
will be funding a further 10 weeks in 2022.

In the last 2 years the Club have welcomed
anumber of younger members onto the
Committee and this has helped raise the
profile to a wider audience and encouraged
engagement and participation with the
creation of an Instagram page and a number
of WhatsApp groups.

Membership is booming
and the club now has both thriving adult and
junior sections and has recently begun a
disabled tennis programme too. It is almost
unrecognisable!

The transformation of the club is almost solely
down to this individual's vision and selfless
dedication. The award winner has acted as
Club Chairman since 1994 - that's 27 years of
Committee Meetings!

He attends almost every club social tennis
session and has done so for years! That's every
Wednesday, Friday and Sunday, all year round,
rain or shine, you'll be warmly welcomed. He

runs each session, organising everyone into
pairs, setting up matches, providing the balls
and making sure the session runs smoothly.
As if that's not enough, he is usually the first to
make the teas/coffees or serve behind the bar
afterwards and wash up! Any new members
are instantly made to feel at home.

Having been forced by the pandemic to
cancel the Jan-June circuit, Seniors Tennis
GB - players and volunteers alike - were faced
with the devastating loss of the remaining
calendar of events. Despite the July relaxation
of UK restrictions, the ITF's non-negotiable
requirement was that no sanctioned
tournament could be run without an onsite
Covid officer and extensive Covid compliance.
With little knowledge or budget for these Davis
Cup level protocols, our loyal Tournament
Directors felt resigned to cancellation.

This person, who is a regular Seniors player,
team captain and popular volunteer, - a
respected paramedic with the foresight to
train in Covid compliance - offered to step
in. Swiftly, altruistically, and professionally
she took on the whole ITF Covid response for
every day of four of the remaining weeklong
tournaments, from Wimbledon to Wrexham,
travelling massive distances and staying away
from home: volunteering a phenomenal 29
days in total.

She didn't hesitate to help us through a
seemingly impossible impasse and lack of
resource. A successful player with accolades
and selections to play for, she put her own
tennis performance on the back burner

in order to donate her exceptional skills.
Juggling home and work life as well, she took
total unflagging charge of the brief: a role
that involved her fulltime presence, checking
and advising every player as they arrived
throughout each day... no mean feat with
these tournaments notching up between
200 and 400 competitors and many match
schedules involving 12 hour days. Later
each day she then took responsibility for

the extensive digital reporting to ITF, usually

completed in the evenings from her simple
accommodation.

And she did all this, cheerfully and modestly
fitting in with each tournament team,
administering and sharing her Covid response
knowledge and ITF compliance with everyone
involved and, at the end of the day, accepting
only a very small contribution towards her
general travel/accommodation expenses, and
nothing for her time.

All associated players, tournament teams and
Seniors Tennis GB feel overwhelming gratitude
and appreciation to have someone from our
own constituency volunteering at short notice
to make such a serious and professional
contribution towards the staging of our core
events at such a difficult time.
