As part of our safeguarding policy Llanelli Tennis & Squash Club will:

e promote and prioritise the safety and well-being of children and adults at risk

e ensure everyone understands their roles and responsibilities in respect of safeguarding
and is provided with appropriate learning opportunities to recognise, identify and
respond to signs of abuse, neglect and other safeguarding concerns relating to children
and adults at risk

e encourage and maintain a culture where people feel able to raise a genuine safeguarding
concern and are confident that it will be taken seriously

e ensure appropriate action is taken in the event of incidents/concerns of abuse and
support provided to the individual/s who raise or disclose the concern

e ensure that confidential, detailed and accurate records of all safeguarding concerns are
maintained and securely stored

e prevent the employment/deployment of unsuitable individuals

e ensure robust safeguarding arrangements and procedures are in operation
