If you play 
twice per week, you should 
restring your racket twice per 
year. All strings gradually stretch 
and lose their resiliency or go 
dead, even if you play 
infrequently.

If you have any questions

TENNIS IN THE SUNTENNIS IN THE SUN

The Board has engaged with Croydon Council following their 

decision to dispose of the land. NPLTC originally owned the site 

but sold it to the Council a number of years ago through a “sale 

and lease-back” arrangement, at an agreed peppercorn rent. 

The monies raised from the sale were used to build the four 

hard courts.”

The Council has been slow to engage with us as we were placed 

in a tranche of disposal assets that they knew would be more 

complex to sell as we are sitting tenants with a 17 year lease.

The Council have finally appointed an Agent to value the property 

and we are waiting for them to contact us prior to arranging a visit 

to the site.

We have taken a number of actions to address this issue:

• Informed the council that we want to purchase the freehold.

• Registered the club as ‘Asset of Community Value’.

• Enlisted support from the LTA to both lobby the council and

   also support us with fundraising

• Taken steps to reduce our spending particularly on gas and 

   electricity.

• Engaging an Agent to provide us with an independent 

   valuation of the freehold.

We are also working with our local councillors who will be making 

representations on our behalf in the Council.

At an extraordinary meeting with club members we generated a 

number of actions that we are following up on. The summary notes 

of the meeting have been sent to all club members.

We will continue to engage with the Council with a view to 

achieving the best possible outcome for our club.

If you are likely to play tennis  during the early evening on any of 
the courts, before doing so, we ask our members (adults and 
children) to use repellant, cream, and cover up etc during the 
summer months so they are protected from any insect bites.
