Club Team selection policy – Oxfordshire Leagues - Agreed January 2018
Within the principles outlined below, it is each Team Captains’ sole responsibility to run the teams, determine their squads and make selection decisions.
A Choosing a squad of players
1. At the start of each league season (Winter and Summer), Team Captains of all teams will confer with each other and each captain will choose a squad of players with the appropriate level of capability, experience and commitment, from which to select their teams. The number of players in a squad is determined by Team Captains as they feel is appropriate, based on the availability of players. 

2. If any player is to be omitted from the squad the following season then the player will be informed in person by the team’s captain.
B Choosing match-day teams 
Team Captains select match-day teams from their squad of players with the aim of being promoted or achieving as high a position in the division as possible. There is no maximum or minimum number of times a member of the squad can be selected. 
Every squad player will be informed of selected players for all matches.
When members of the squad are unavailable to play, Team Captains invite players from outside of their squad to play in their match-day teams. 
C Providing opportunities to gain competitive experience
1. An important aim of the Men’s C team is also to provide opportunities for talented junior players to gain competitive experience. This is an additional factor in the Captain’s choice of squad and match-day teams. 

2. Other Team Captains may also choose to give non-squad players the opportunity to play when promotion is no longer achievable and relegation is not a risk
The Club Management committee will be kept informed of team players and results of matches on a regular basis by the Captains.
